It would be fantastic to have a 100% Participation from our Club.

You can email me your choice of a Committee or Committees. Also, at our June 9th Meeting, sign-up sheets will be available. Take your time, give the Avenues of Service your serious consideration, and please let me or any of the Committee Chairs know if you have questions.

CLUB SERVICE    -   CHAIR: DAN WARNER
This Avenue of Service incorporates social functions (Rotary Fellowship & Recruitment Tool); training of new and existing Rotarians; and two other Committees which are:

1. MEMBERSHIP – CHAIR:  JIM TAURINSKAS

This Committee develops and implements a plan for recruiting and retaining club members.

2. FUNDRAISING – CHAIR:  JOE GULLERUD

Ideally, at one time or the other, there should be a 100% involvement in some capacity with this Committee. At this time, our International Banquet has been our primary fundraiser. This Committee is essential if we are going to continue to give back financially to our Community and other Communities throughout the world.

COMMUNITY SERVICE  - CHAIR:  PAUL HASSING
This Avenue of Service is about caring and being involved in our Community. Past projects include: Seidl’s Lake Cleanup, Kaposia Days Kid’s Carnival, IGH Days, Literacy, Neighbors, and Local Scholarship Foundations. A pending project is Feed Our Starving Children.
